exciting news! Our contact at Middle States

has formally approved our objectives to
move on with the pre-visit phase of accreditation. On October 15", Vilma Goetting visited Immaculata Academy to get a feel for the
school, and review our Plan and the schedule they will follow when the entire team comes December 1-4, 2009.

e following are key points about Middle States and the process we go through for re-accreditation:

e Middle States Association is a professional education organization that assists schools in evaluating themselves in ful Iling
their mission against a high set of standards, higher than those set by New York State. Parents can have a great deal of con dence
in schools with this accreditation knowing that they provide a solid program for their students.

Immaculata Academy is using the Validating the Vision protocol. It is for Catholic schools in particular.

Immaculata Academy was rst accredited by Middle States in 1992 for 10 years. We were re-accredited in 2002 for 7 years
and we expect to be re-accredited this year for 7 more years.

e Middle States Planning Team is composed of IA administrators, teachers, Board members, students, parents and
alumnae. e planning team is responsible for the development of the accreditation plan under the leadership of two internal-
coordinators, Sr. Jean Cherry and myself.

As required by Middle States, all of the objectives of our plan are student-outcome based. ey are designed to raise the level
of learning and growth over the next seven years in the areas of academic life, spiritual life and extracurricular life. Committees
made up of faculty and sta have created the objectives. In general, the academic goal is to seek a nal average score on regents
exams of at least 85% in each Regents class; the spiritual goal is to have students see a direct link between learning about their
faith and putting it into action in the form of dedicated service; and, the extracurricular goal is to have students own the
student organizations by actively participating and leading their meetings.

Our Mission Statement, Belief Statements, Graduate Pro le, and Diversity Statement are also reviewed by the Planning Team,
and can be found in the front of your daughters school planner/agenda.

Once the Plan is fully approved, a full copy will be available in the library for you to look at.
